ASSESSMENT IDENTIFICATION PROCESS FOR 

ARTISTICALLY AND MUSICALLY TALENTED STUDENTS

In the spring of each year art and music teachers are asked by the Enrichment Program resource staff to nominate students who demonstrate extraordinary talent.  

1. Art and music teachers will be asked to complete the nomination form for students with exceptional talent in the visual arts and music.

2. The nomination form is reviewed by the Enrichment Program staff and special area teachers.  

3. If the student meets the initial criteria (displaying exceptional talent) on the nomination form, the special area teachers are asked to complete the talent skill assessment forms for music or visual arts.

4. The results of the skills assessment are reviewed by Enrichment Program staff and special area teachers.

5. Eligible students are referred to a Planning and Placement Team (PPT) and considered for identification as talented.  

6. Parents must be notified in writing when the student is referred to the PPT for consideration of identification as talented and, after the PPT has reviewed the assessment information, parents must be notified in writing if the student has met the criteria for talented.  If the student meets the criteria as talented, Individualized Education Program (IEP) goals and objectives will be developed and reviewed annually at the PPT meeting (May of each year).
7. Parents have the right to review and inspect any educational records related to their child.  This includes records related to the determination of a child’s identification as talented.

8. If at any time in the evaluation process the parents disagree with the decision of the PPT the parents have right to challenge those decisions. For example, if the parents disagree with the District’s refusal to evaluate the child, the parents may request either mediation or due process hearing to challenge this refusal.  If the PPT determines that the child does not meet the criteria as exceptionally talented, the parents may challenge this determination by requesting either mediation or a hearing.  Parents may request an independent educational evaluation to challenge the evaluations conducted by the District.

9. Parents have the right to obtain an independent evaluation of their child conducted by a person not employed by the Board of Education.  Parents have the right to an independent evaluation at public expense if they disagree with an evaluation obtained by the Board of Education.  “Public expense” means at no cost to parents.  However, the Board of Education may initiate a due process hearing to show that the evaluation is appropriate.

10. The District is not required to provide programming for children identified as talented.  Instead, programming is optional.  Parents then can ask for educational services that accommodate the educational needs of their children but the District is not required to provide such special programming.
